The assessment development process involves two major phases: construct definition and test design.  In order to complete these two phases, we recruit a National Advisory Committee of teachers and teacher-educators to provide their professional judgment regarding which knowledge and/or skills are important for safe and effective entry-level practice (construct definition phase), and how that content should be measured (test design phase).  

We are inviting you to apply or to nominate teachers or teacher educators to apply to become a member of the National Advisory Committee. Committee selections will be made so that multiple professional perspectives are represented.  As a NAC member, you will be expected to attend two, 2 and ½ day meetings (held approximately 6 to 8 months apart).  The goal of the first meeting is to define the construct to be measured by the assessment; that is, you and your colleagues will work collaboratively to determine which knowledge and skills are important for safe and effective entry-level practice.  The goal of the second meeting is to develop test content specifications (i.e., blueprints that describe how the content will be measured by the test) for the new licensure assessment.  Additional responsibilities may include pre- and post-meeting web-based assignments.
