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Don came to Chesapeake Bay Foundation as the Assistant Manager of the Meredith Creek Estuarine Education Center in Annapolis, Maryland. He was later promoted to the position of Education Director. In 1995, Don’s position was elevated to that of Vice President for Education. His current job responsibilities include: steering the direction and vision of CBF’s education program; acquiring funding; overseeing the budget process; overseeing capital improvements; serving as a liaison to the Board of Trustees; and developing policy for the entire organization.. In 1992, Mr. Baugh accepted the Presidential Medal for Environmental Excellence on behalf of CBF’s education program from President George Bush.
 Mr. Baugh will be speaking about the No Child Left Inside Coalition, of which he is the director. This group is leading an unprecedented movement on Capitol Hill to create a change to the Elementary and Secondary Education Act adding environmental education as a requirement for all students in all grades across the country. The coalition is 1,600 organizations with over 50 million people strong and action is expected this year! Our nation has never experienced such an opportunity to bring environmental education to the forefront. Also, a first for a United States President, President Obama has placed environmental literacy in his education budget.
